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COUNCIL COLUMN

Where has 2017 gone? Let me recap a few recent
highlights in our community:

The Virginia Department of Elections issued a mandatory
edict to replace touch-screen voting machines with those
providing an auditable means for manual recount if neces-
sary. The City Registrar and Electoral Board promptly re-
sponded with details and options for Council to consider and approve. With new machines

now on hand, we are ready for Election Day, November 7. Remember to get out and vote.

September also saw the implementation of the new Hometown-Hero’s Banner Program,
which has been an overwhelming success.

The Colonial Heights Optimist Club celebrated the 60th Anniversary of the BIB Tourna-
ment at Shepherd Stadium with the Colonial Heights All-Star Team being tournament
champions. What a great accomplishment for these young men, their families and coaches!

Below are items which are moving forward:

e Former Councilman Milton Freeland requested information regarding the progress
of the previous and future phases of the Appomattox River Greenway Trail. Staff ad-
vised Council of an issue with reimbursement for previous work and progress has been
made in this regard. We will continue to look forward to the construction of the next
phase.

e The completion date is set for the first part of November for VDOT’s contractor
for the Temple Avenue roundabout project.

e  Kroger has completed the asbestos removal necessary prior to demolition of the
old courthouse building. The future of that property is still uncertain. The City will
continue to consider how best to facilitate the development of the property.

e After final approval of Ordinance No. 16-29 (AS AMENDED), relating to the
parking or storage of recreational vehicles, campers, commercial vehicles, trailers and
tractor trailers in certain zoning districts (see article on p.5 of this newsletter), Council
continued to discuss governance of poorly maintained neglected private properties in
the City.

e  The City Council has authorized the City Manager to work with VDOT on resur-
facing the next section of the Boulevard from Newcastle Drive to Yew Ave. The work
is planned for the Spring of 2018.

e At Council’s most recent work session, Council gave direction regarding the crea-
tion of a Residential Rehabilitation Tax Exemption Program, encouraging housing ren-
ovations; allowing for mobile food trucks to operate on public and private property for
special events; and allowing alcohol to be served by permit at limited special events on
designated city-owned property. These items can be considered by the Council for
future adoption.

e QOur Fire, EMS and Police Departments continue to do amazing work to keep us
safe and protected. At the request of Fire and EMS, Council recently began the ap-
proval process for allocating funds to purchase self-contained breathing apparatus
(SCBA) and to support the Citizen Emergency Response Team (CERT) efforts. Both
departments continue to receive citizen support in the form of volunteerism and dona-
tions, which is greatly appreciated.

Well, that’s a double mouthful. Everyone be safe, smart, and have a great
Holiday season. As we continue to try and work together, we can continue to
make our community better. See you at the Christmas Parade.

Rotary Grant Helps Fund New Playground at
Lakeview Park

A recent Rotary International
grant in the amount of $16,500
was awarded to the Recreation &
Parks Department to help fund
replacement of the playground
equipment at Lakeview Park,
located at 503 Lake Avenue. The
grant proposal was submitted to
Rotary International by the Area
7 Rotary Clubs that include the
Colonial Heights Rotary Club,
Petersburg Rotary Club, and the Petersburg Breakfast Rotary Club. The three groups joined forc-
es to submit the grant which allows for each group to receive $5,000. By working with the Rec-
reation and Parks Department on this project, they were able to pool their resources together to
get the full amount. Each of the three clubs also donated $500 as part of the total $16,500 grant
to the City. The remaining funds for the playground will come from Sunshine 5K proceeds from
the 2014 and 2015 fundraisers, as well as revenue funds from other Recreation and Parks events.

The new playground is designed to look like a ship to fit in with its placement near the
reservoir at Lakeview Park. The three Rotary Clubs will also be helping during the install of the
new playground to place the safety surface material under the playground. They will also be
constructing a new gazebo to be placed at the park. Construction of the new playground will be
taking place this fall and should be complete by the end of November.
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An Important Message from the
Fire Department - Close The Door!

Half of all fire deaths in the United States happen
at night when most people are asleep. You can
increase your odds of survival by doing one sim-
ple thing: Close your bedroom door before you go
to sleep. Studies show how sleeping with your
door closed can help buy lifesaving seconds in a
fire, giving valuable time to find a way out or to
protect yourself until firefighters can reach you. A
closed door can do more than keep smoke out of a room. Closed
doors also change the flow of heat and toxic gases, acting as a shield
for someone trapped and unable to get out of a fire. New research
shows that fires burn faster today as a result of the way newer homes
are built. Today’s furnishings and open floor plans create scenarios
that burn much more quickly than previous structures and their con-
tents. “If you can’t get out of your home, you want a closed door be-
tween you and the fire,” said Steve Kerber, director of the Underwrit-
ers Laboratories Firefighter Safety Research Institute. Kerber has con-
ducted hundreds of fire studies at UL working with fire departments
across the country. Along with smoke detectors, a closed door is the
best possible thing.

“Don’t Wait — Check the Date! Replace Smoke
Alarms Every 10 Years”

NFPA’s survey data shows that the public has many misconceptions
about smoke alarms, which may put them at increased risk in the
event of a home fire. For example, only a small percentage of people
know how old their smoke alarms are, or how often they need to be
replaced. Smoke alarms should be replaced every 10 years. You can
find out how old a smoke alarm is by looking at the date of manufac-
ture on the back of the alarm; the alarm should be replaced 10 years
from that date.

Carry your valuables wisely. Do not

keep cash in your wallet. Instead, keep it in an inside
pocket and only carry the credit cards you will need.

Do not leave valuables in your vehicle. If you must
leave packages in your car, put them in the trunk.
Keep receipts with you and always LOCK YOUR
DOORS.

Never leave firearms unsecured inside of your vehicle.

Carry a cell phone with you. If someone makes you
feel suspicious or uncomfortable, notify security or call
the police.

Whenever possible, park and walk in well-lit areas. Be
aware of your surroundings, especially the people
around you. If possible, shop with a friend or, at the
very least, let friends and family know where you are
and when to expect your return.

Carry your purse close to you, with the opening or flap
towards your body. Never leave a purse unattended in
a shopping cart.

Do not keep a wallet, credit cards or cash in a back-
pack. If you are in a crowd, consider carrying the
backpack in front of you. Pickpockets can quickly and
easily remove items from a backpack without being
noticed by the owner.

Protect your credit card numbers and other personal
information. Carefully dispose of receipts that have a
credit card number on them. Never provide credit card
information in response to unsolicited calls or e-mails.

If you are traveling for the holidays, make your home
look "lived in". Have a friend or neighbor collect your
mail and newspapers, or have your service suspended
while you are away. Use timers to turn lights off and
on. Also, do not announce your upcoming holiday
travel plans on social media, including the dates you
will be out of town.

Reminders from Billing & Collections

The 2" half of 2017 Personal Property Taxes are due December 5, 2017. In order to avoid
penalty and interest, these taxes must be paid by the due date. Failure to receive a tax bill
does not relieve the taxpayer from any late charges. Please mail or bring your bill with you
when making payment. You may also visit the City of Colonial Heights website and go to
the online bill pay. The DROP BOX is also available for payments. If you prefer to pay by
credit card, you may call (1-888-272-9829). If a receipt is needed, please provide a self-
addressed stamped envelope. Please pay all Personal Property taxes by the due date to
avoid a Vehicle Registration Stop being placed at DMV.

The 2018 Colonial Heights dog and cat tags are due by February 1, 2018. A valid rabies
certificate and, for neutered or spayed tags, a document showing whether the dog or cat has
been spayed or neutered must be presented.

The cost of a 1 year tag will be as follows:

e Dog or Cat tags: $10.00 each
e Neutered or spayed tags: $2.00 each

The cost of a 2 year tag (*if qualified) will be as follows:
e Dog or Cat tags: $20.00 each
e Neutered or spayed tags: $4.00 each

The cost of a 3 year tag (*if qualified) will be as follows:
e Dog or Cat tags: $30.00 each
e Neutered or spayed tags: $6.00 each

*In order to purchase a 2 or 3 year tag, the rabies must expire in 2019 for 2 year tags and
2020 for 3 year tags. These tags may be purchased through the mail or in the drop box.
Please enclose copies of the necessary documents with your payment, and we will mail the
tags back to you. All tags must be purchased by February 1, 2018 to avoid a 25% late fee
charge.

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Neighborhood Leaf Removal
Service ~ Fall 2017/Winter 2018

Convenient Service during Fall Season

The City of Colonial Heights Department of Public Works is pleased to announce
that convenient leaf removal services will be provided in city neighborhoods
again this year. Each fall, residents collect and stockpile loose leaves along city
streets, which city crews remove and make available to local recycling business-
es. During the 2016/17 season, city crews collected approximately 3,000 cubic
yards of leaves.

Year Round Service Option

Bagged leaves are collected year round and may be placed at the curbside on
regular trash collection days. The limit per collection day is 30 bags, each weigh-
ing no more than 50 pounds.

Neighborhood Service Areas

This year leaf removal operations will occur in three main service areas, each
consisting of three to four neighborhoods. Figure 1 (next page) shows the service
areas and schedules. Signs will be installed on adjacent thoroughfares to let resi-
dents know in advance when service is scheduled in their area. Please note that
the time for service in each area is subject to change depending on inclement
weather conditions and other events beyond the City’s control.

Scheduled Time of Service

Leaves will be collected and removed during the hours of 7:30 AM and 3:00 PM,
Monday through Friday, beginning November 13, 2017 and ending February 4,
2018.

Preparing Leaves for City Collection

Residents are asked to place leaves along street frontages and roadsides one week
before service is scheduled to begin in their neighborhood, as only one (1) pass
will be made on each street during the scheduled collection service for the
area. No leaves will be removed except during regularly scheduled times.
Leaves that are not placed before regularly scheduled removal times will be
removed during the next regularly scheduled service in the area. City crews
cannot remove leaves from private property.

Avoid Mixing Leaves with Other Debris

Residents are asked to keep leaf piles free of tree branches, lumber, steel, rock,
concrete or other debris. Hard objects mixed with leaves are hazardous and may
damage leaf vacuum equipment causing unnecessary time and expense to repair
or replace.

Neighborhood Parking During Leaf Removal Service

Residents can assist city leaf removal operations by keeping parked vehicles
clear of leaf piles. The use of offstreet parking is encouraged wherever availa-
ble. “No Parking” signs may be used to restrict parking on neighborhood streets
while city crews remove leaf piles. To avoid damaging personal property, city
crews will not rake leaf piles out from under or between parked cars.
